I remember a few years ago reading a book: The Sea Around Us by Rachel

Carlson. At one point in the book she tells about taking a two-year-old nephew
to see the ocean for the first time. She was reminded of the child’s world, one
full of wonder and excitement, fresh and new and beautiful. She expresses her
wish for every child, that they might have a sense of wonder so indestructible
that it would last throughout life.

Wouldn’t it be wonderful if we could anticipate each new day of this life with
the wonder and joy of a child seeing the ocean for the first time? This is one of
the reasons why the season of Thanksgiving has such meaning for all of us.
Somehow it compels us to pause and look around and really see people and
things which we ordinarily take for granted in the frantic pace of life.
Thanksgiving turns us away from our illusions of self-sufficiency to remember
that all that we are and have is by God’s hand of grace.

Many years ago, William Law, one of the great theological writers asked:
“Who is the greatest saint in the world?” In answering his own question he
wrote: “It is not he who prays or fasts most, it is not he who gives most alms, or
1s most eminent for temperance or justice; but it is he who is always thankful to
God, who receives everything as an instance of God’s goodness and has a heart
always ready to praise God for it...”

I hope these words will settle in all our hearts during this beautiful season of
Thanksgiving.
